PRODUCT/SERVICE WEB PAGE
Purpose: 
Student shall select any product or service that they wish and create a web page marketing that product or service.
Intent: 
Student shall utilize Internet Explorer, Microsoft Word, Adobe Photoshop, Dreamweaver, Weebly, Wix, and Microsoft Publisher as well as any other program available to them to create this web page.  You must create the design and content on your own, do not cut and paste from other sites.  However you may use pictures from the internet and modify them according to your needs.  You are marketing your product or service so make your site exciting, creative as well as informative.
Rules:
· Be creative and use your imagination, this is your product or service; make your site interesting as well as informative.

· Think about your target market. An example: a specific age group(s) or demographics, income level, or area covered.
· Research your product or service.  Provide all necessary information.

· Think about additional products that you could sell with yours.

· Web site shall incorporate pictures, hyperlinks, dynamic text, and product or service information, i.e. costs, service pricing, ordering information, color selections, sizes.  It shall include but not limited to an intro page, about us page, past successes, contact page, ordering page, and product explanation pages (at least 2) and at least one animation.  The animation must be appropriate to the site and serve a purpose.
· You shall present a copy of your web site to the class.  
· Student shall also present an oral presentation to the class, which consists of an explanation of their product or service via a Power Point presentation showing their web site.  This is for use by investors or banks for loans.  Explain how you will be or have been successful.  Differentiate your firm from the competition.  Remember you are trying to sell your product or service. So make the experience a good one for the end users.
Grading: 
The project grades shall be based on the design of the web page, and the oral presentation, including the PowerPoint presentation.  A separate grade for each will be given.  Grades are based on three parameters; the Rubric profiles supplied and posted, creativity and thoroughness.  Originality counts more than cut and paste graphics as always.
