SCIENCE WEB PAGE
Purpose: 
Student shall select Science topic, issue or object and design a web page design to educate the reader about the topic you have chosen i.e. recycling, clean energy, building design, electric vehicles, global warming, or any subject you feel strongly about.  You must work by yourself on this project.
Intent: 
Student shall utilize Internet Explorer, Microsoft Word, Adobe Photoshop, Weebly, Wix, and Microsoft PowerPoint as well as any other program available to them to create this web page.  You are trying to educate the reader so it is imperative that you be creative and interesting in order to keep their attention.  Time allowed will be approximately 10-12 class periods depending on the effort put forth.
Rules:

· Be creative and interesting; create excitement about the subject chosen.

· Think about your target market, specifically what age group or groups are you targeting? Are you targeting individuals, companies, or the government?  Remember, you are educating or trying to sell to as many people as possible so you need variety in your web site.
· Research your topic, why would someone want to visit this site and stay to learn about your product or service or to make a purchase?  What would they want to see or learn while on your site, remember you may have to educate them about your chosen subject?
· Web site shall incorporate pictures, hyperlinks, dynamic text, and information.

· Incorporate an animation that you create into your site to support your topic.  It can be either pro, con or educational.

· Student shall present their site to the class, which consists of an explanation of their topic, show your web site, and educate their classmates on the topic.  Act as if they are potential customers/converts.  Remember your goal here is to educate, so the more information provided the higher your grade.
· Site shall include at a minimum, a start page, about us page, informational pages, past achievements of the company, contact information, ordering information and any other pages you deem important.

· Cover as much detail as possible.

· Talk to your science teacher or anyone else you like for guidance or possible additional credit.

Grading: 
The project grades shall be based on the design of the web outline, web site, the animation, and the oral presentation.  A separate grade for each will be given.  Grades are based on these parameters; the Rubric profiles supplied and posted, creativity, professionalism, thoroughness, and respect to the other presenters.  Originality counts more than cut and paste graphics as always.
