DINING ROOM DESIGN PROJECT
Purpose: 
You shall create a dining room.  The room shall include 4 walls, floor, ceiling, a window(s), a table, light sources, and any other items you wish to include.  The time frame shall be approximately 12-14 classes so your design must include details.
Parameters: 
The room you design must have at a minimum 4 walls, a ceiling, a floor, a window, a dining room table, one or more light sources, and any other details you want to include.  You may add any other features as you see fit depending on the room design, you are encouraged to make your room unique.  The room material is of your choosing.  You need to create at least two preliminary designs for the room and refine the one chosen for final rendering. Remember, how you present your final design impacts how others view your work and its success.  Lighting and backgrounds play an important role in how customers view your design, especially this one. Final grade will be impacted in how real your design looks when rendered and how you present your design in your e-portfolio.
 Rules:

· Brainstorm: You must complete 2 preliminary designs (computer or hand drawn) in order to pick your final design.  These must be included in your presentation.  Refer to the “Engineering Design Process”.
· Select the best design and create the final product with as much detail as possible.  When designing a room; furniture, details, image and sophistication are important design characteristics.   Think about how you want to display your work before start work on your final selection.  Your final design must look realistic and be unique, NO REPRODUCTIONS.
· Keep all previous designs in case you need them.
· Include all items outlined in the Student Directed Project presentation.

· Present your work via Moviemaker, PowerPoint, or pictures on your portfolio site and be prepared to answer any questions from the class. 
· Drawing must be completed by the end of 12 to 14 classes.

· Remember – BE THOROUGH.

Grading: 
The project grades shall be based on the CAD design (100 pts.), the rendered images (100 pts.).  The E-portfolio is graded each term for 100 points.  Grades are based on these parameters; the Rubric profiles supplied and posted on my website, creativity, professionalism and thoroughness.  All work must be yours or correctly cited.
