RETAIL STORE PROJECT
Purpose: 
You shall design a stand-alone retail store (type is your choice) sized at 50,000 sq. ft.  
Parameters: 
The retail store design and type shall be of your choosing.  It can be for a food, clothing, merchandise, healthcare, drug or mix retail store.  Your design shall include the front of the store, checkout area, retail area, storage/prep areas, bathrooms and any other areas you feel are important to your design based on the intended occupancy.  Before starting you need to write a proposal on your website describing what you are going to design and shall include sketches of your proposed design and put it in your portfolio.  This will be used by the local zoning board to decide if you are granted approval to start construction.  Include a description of the building (height, length) and how it will conform to the locality it is being constructed in.  Pick appropriate construction materials for the front of the building (signage/canopies or overhangs) and the interior of the store to showcase your design.  Include lighting in order to showcase your design.  Make your design realistic.  As part of the research you should look up the local building codes for the location you are planning to use.  Put a link in your site for these codes.
Rules:
· Brainstorm: Complete a preliminary design and a proposal describing your ideas in order to pick your final shape.  This will be included in your presentation on your web site.  Refer to the “Engineering Design Process”.
· Select the best design and create the final product with as much detail as possible, think about the customers who will use this store and how they flow through the building before completing your design (research is important).  Your final design must look realistic and be unique, NO REPRODUCTIONS.
· Show it from all angles on your web site to attract customers or clients.
· Remember – BE THOROUGH.

Grading: 
The project grades shall be based on your initial proposal (100 pts.), the design (200 pts.) and the e-portfolio (100 pts.).  Grades are based on three parameters; the Rubric profiles supplied and posted, creativity, professionalism and thoroughness.  The final design must be yours; ideas from the web are acceptable but make your design unique.
