FINAL PROJECT
Purpose: 
You shall create a design of your own. It can be It can be a house, building or any other structure you want to create.  Make it unique.  
Parameters: 
The structure you have chosen will be built of materials of your choosing (a minimum of 3 materials shall be used) and shall include as much detail as possible i.e. background, walls, or display unit.  You need to create at least two preliminary designs and select one for further refinement. Remember; how you present your final design impacts your final grade so show enthusiasm and creativity in your design and in your presentation on your web site.  Lighting and backgrounds play an important role in how others view your design, so put sufficient effort in this area.
Rules:
· Brainstorm: Complete 2 - 3 preliminary designs in order to pick your final shape.  These will be included in your presentation.  Refer to the “Engineering Design Process”.
· Select the best design and create the final product with as much detail as possible, think about who will use this product and how they will use it before completing your design (research is important).  Your final design must look realistic and be unique, NO REPRODUCTIONS.
· Animate your design to show it from all angles.
· Show 1 speaker with its speaker covered and the other showing the speaker design.

· Include all items outlined in the Student Directed Project presentation on your web site.

· Remember – BE THOROUGH.

Grading: 
The project grades shall be based on the Rhino design (100 pts.), the rendered image(s) (100 pts.), and the animation (100 pts.).  Grades are based on three parameters; the Rubric profiles supplied and posted, creativity, professionalism and thoroughness.  All work must be yours or correctly cited.
