PERSONAL WEB SITE
Purpose: 
Student shall create a personal web site for themselves, family, friends, or someone they admire.  This project is to get you familiar with the programs available and the difficulties in creating a good web site.
Intent: 
Student shall utilize Adobe Dreamweaver, Weebly. Wix, Google Sites, or any other program available to them in class to create this web site.  You are marketing yourself, your family, someone you admire, or your friends and want site visitors, the users of your site, to be able to find out as much information as possible from your site, remember content is king. You need to include information that other sites lack or unusual information.  No plagiarism is allowed, if you copy you must cite the source, including getting permission for any pictures you use.
Rules:
· Be creative and use your imagination.

· Student shall prepare a written outline of their web site design and hand in for grading in 2 classes. (Use the Web Outline Form)
· Web site shall incorporate pictures, quotes, hyperlinks, dynamic text, and biographical information.

· Web site shall include, but is not limited to, an introduction page, a personal biographical page, an activities page(s), and a contact/comment page at a minimum. Other pages should be added as required.
· The content of the site must fulfill its purpose.

· A copy of your web site will be presented to the class at the project completion via the teachers work station, so make sure everything works as designed.
· Remember the class lecture: All pages need to be clear and easy to use as well as functional and informative.  Everything has a purpose.

Grading: 
The project grades shall be based on the design of the web site, the web outline, and the presentation of the site to the class.  A separate grade for each will be given.  Grades are based on three parameters; the Rubric profiles supplied and posted, creativity and thoroughness.  Originality counts more than cut and paste graphics.
